He explained that due to the fluctuating value of the euro the Gift/Purchase
listed above ended up costing $645 more than reported. The Rudolf Wagner for Wilde
& Cie. Buckle and Design for a Buckle cost $6,550 instead of the $6,200 reported and
the Piel Freres Belt cost $5,895 instead of the $5,600 reported. The total was $12,445
instead of the $11,800 reported. There were no questions from the Committee.

Dr. Sylvia Yount announced that today is Dr. Joseph Dye’s last Art Acquisitions
Sub-Committee meeting due to his upcoming retirement and noted that he will be
missed by every staff member. She then presented him with a photograph of the Indian
Pavilion signed by all the curators. After a round of applause by those present, Dr. Dye
thanked the group for the very thoughtful gift and said he would miss everyone at the
Museum.
