L CALL TO ORDER

The President, Thurston R. Moore, called the meeting to order at 1:20 pm and was pleased to
see that there were many Trustees present. President Moore announced that the next quarterly
meeting will be held on March 20 with a sneak peek cocktail event that evening. (This has since
been moved to March 19.) He said the retreat action items will be addressed later on in this
meeting. He has established a Strategic Plan Task Force chaired by Marty Barrington to set a
time line for creating the 2015 Strategic Plan. Mr. Moore has also created a Governance Task
Force to determine ways to better engage trustees, succession planning and to fill future
vacancies on the Board. He has appointed John Luke to chair this task force and added Mike
Schewel, Terrell Harrington, Ben Rawles and Kelly Armstrong as task force members.

II. MINUTES

Motion: proposed by Mr. Moore, seconded by Mr. Schewel that the Minutes of the last
meeting of the Full Board of Trustees held on the 19th of September 2012 be
approved as distributed on the 19th of November 2012. Motion cartied.

II1. REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR — Alex Nyerges

Alex Nyerges announced that the Governor approved a 3% bonus for the full time employees
and just recently allowed us to use Foundation funds to give the same bonus to our wage
employees who are very grateful.

The Director reported on an e-mail from a visitor who was elated after touring the Chibuly
exhibition. He discussed Trip Advisor’s rankings of museums as attractions in many major cities
and was happy to report that the Virginia Museum of Fine Arts is the number one attraction in
Richmond. Mr. Nyerges thanked Jim and Fran McGlothlin for recently signing their planned
giving policy bequest to VMFA saying that this ensures they will live to be at least 105!



IV. REPORT OF THE FOUNDATION - Kelly B. Armstrong

Kelly Armstrong reported that the Foundation Executive Committee voted to fund the 3%
bonus for wage employees. The Board approved the 2012 audit, which was clean with no issues.
The third quarter portfolio was up 4.7% from last quarter with total assets of $216 million. The
Advancement Committee held two meetings over the last quarter and the Board elected the
eight nominees brought forward by the Foundation Nominating Committee. New Foundation
Directors are Michael Bakwin, Anne Battle, Craig Dixon, Peg Howerton, Wyckie McClure, Paul
Monroe, Jay Olander, and Lilo Ukrop. Monroe Harris rotated off the Board and Ben Rawles
was elected Foundation President.

V. REPORT OF DEVELOPMENT - Linda Lipscomb, Deputy Director
for Advancement

Linda Lipscomb, Deputy Director for Advancement, discussed FY13 YTD results by source of
funds as of December 10, 2012. She then reviewed revenue to support the all-important area of
unrestricted giving which is on target. She noted a recent surge of new members and renewals
which is keeping memberships on track. Ms. Lipscomb explained that revenue from
memberships over $250 go to the Foundation unrestricted gifts and revenue from memberships
$249.99 and under go to the state revenue side.

Ms. Lipscomb reported that more than 4,500 people attended the Chibuly opening member
preview day. She announced that the new membership desk opened on October 19 and was
well received with more than 3,525 transactions through December 9. This desk receives
staffing assistance from Council volunteers. Our membership count is 32,949 as of December 1
and 1,850 new memberships were sold between October 19, 2012 and December 9, 2012. She
then gave the following 2013 strategic plan first quarter update.

VL COMMITTEE REPORTS

a. Art and Audience Committee — Robin Nicholson, Deputy Director for Art &
Education



Robin Nicholson reported that the Committee met this morning and discussed the initial results
of the Project for Public Spaces (PPS) review given by Stephen Bonadies, Deputy Director for
Collections and Facilities Management. Mr. Bonadies has been working with the PPS firm on
ways to make the sculpture garden a more active and dynamic destination. Twelve different
spaces around the campus have been identified as areas that offer opportunities for activation
through formal and informal programming and creation of social spaces. The goal is to make
the entire campus a welcoming destination for all, especially for non-traditional museum visitors.
On March 20" we will receive a final report of their results.

b. Fiscal Oversight Committee — John R. Staelin, Vice-Chair and Anne Kenny-Urban

Anne Kenny-Urban informed the Board of VMFA’s requested amendments to the Governor’s

budget.
*  General Fund increase to cover 62.6% increase in Workers Compensation Premium

(+$34,253/$36,788)

* General Fund increase to cover rising cost of mandated use of the Payroll Service
Bureau -FY13 increase 72.1% (+$35,588)

* Amend Appropriation Act language to allow VMFA to move forward with planning
phase of Robinson House renovation using non-general funds.

Ms. Kenny Urban also updated the Board of VMFA’s 4% savings strategies in priority order
submitted to the Governor per his request.

* Replace window dresser vendor with in-house staff (-$5,000)

* Replace FTE Capital Projects manager with P-14 consultant (-§62,738)

* Reduce Membership mailings (-$20,000)

* Eliminate Deputy Director of Sales and Marketing (-$215,593)

* Substitute contract consultant for FTE Chief Technology Officer (-$81,393)

Since we are half way through the exhibition, she provided a Chzbuly run update and showed the
Chibuly weekly attendance vs. the forecast, the progress to date, and revised revenue scenarios.

VIL STRATEGIC PLAN OVERSIGHT UPDATE — Alex Nyerges and Division
Heads

Alex Nyerges thanked those who attended the Trustee retreat and introduced the Division
Heads who reported on our progress on the action items that came out of that meeting.

Stephen Bonadies oversees Information Technology and said wireless is a critical component for
our visitors and we can use it to deliver content. Now our wireless areas are limited but our goal
is to extend it to all public areas. He thanked the Trustee Technology Task Force, Satya
Rangarajan, Bill Royall, and Michael Schewel who helped us obtain a proposal for the cost of
this project. He noted that we also need to purchase a Collections Management System (CMS)
which is a searchable filing system allowing quick and easy access to object information; and a
Digital Asset Management system (DAM) a searchable filing system that tracks all images, as
well as audio and video clips. These are critical infrastructure components that will enable us to
enhance the visitor experience both at the museum and online.

Robin Nicholson reported that with new technology like the Chibuly app VMFA is being
recognized as a key player in technology. In our statewide endeavors he said we are trying for a
virtual, more robust presence in Northern Virginia vs. a bricks and mortar site. In the meantime
he said we plan to reorganize the statewide staffing internally, launch our new partner structure
on July 1, 2013, and extend free statewide partnerships to all Virginia K-12 schools. When the
CMS and DAM go public, our partners will engage with our collection in more meaningful ways.
Mr. Nicholson said the key thing is for us to expand our presence across the state, sharing
exhibitions, etc.

Fern Spencer handles Human Resources, the Budget, Finance, and Food Setvice/Special
Events. She noted that it is difficult to get open positions approved for posting by the
Administration due to the state hiring freeze. She requested support from Trustees who may
have contacts with government officials. Other strategies going forward are:

*Fill mission-critical positions on a State houtly basis until a full-time hiring waiver approved
*Independent Contractors

*Fill positions on an houtly basis in Foundation

*Recruit full-time positions through the Foundation

Ms. Spencer noted we had secured approval for a 3% bonus for the part-time staff. In addition,
we now are able to offer customized mandatory and voluntary online training for staff, and



finally, we will continue to work with the Department of Planning and Budget (DPB) to explain
the hurdles to VMFA’s economic self-sufficiency being posed by certain state regulations.

Lee Anne Hurt Chesterfield reported on the Communications Task Force that she heads. She
listed the improvements made following the task force report: an internal communications
group was formed, a museum-wide orientation program is on track, a staff photo directory has
been created, staff SharePoint training was made available, Division meetings are scheduled, a
newsletter is being created and a conference room was made into an employee break room.

Linda Lipscomb reported on Advancement saying she is strengthening the four key pillars of
fundraising: staffing, systems, philanthropic programs, and board/volunteer activities. She
noted that going forward we will be building towards a campaign with donor analysis, building
staffing and volunteer support, designing the campaign, and deploying and soliciting.

VIIIL. ART MOMENT — Dr. Mitchell Merling, Paul Mellon Curator and Head of the
Department of European Art

Dr. Mitchell Merling, Paul Mellon Curator and Head of the Department of European Art
gave an overview on the recently installed exhibition Domestic, Wild, Divine: Artists ook at
Animals. Drawn from VMFA’s entire collection, the exhibition features many perspectives on
the subject of the animal—from wild beasts to treasured pets to otherworldly creatures.
