It is said that Vasily III
prayed here for an heir, and soon after, his wife
Elena gave birth to the future Ivan the Terrible,
Russia’s first tsar.

Catch glimpses of a bygone era along the
Sheksna River as you pass by rustic family
farms and quaint dachas, traditional Russian
wooden cottages.

This evening, enjoy a dinner of Russian
delicacies followed by a specially arranged
sampling of Russian vodkas.

Uglich/Volga River

This afternoon, cruise the great Volga River,
the main artery of the Russian heartland for
over a millennium, and into the Moscow Canal,
which provides Moscow access to the White,
Baltic, Caspian, Azov and Black Seas.

This evening, attend Pavel Palazhchenko’s
second lecture on board followed by the
Captain’s Farewell Reception.
