Mr. Schewel announced that the museum has invited Christine Anagnos, director of the Association of Art Museum Directors, to present at the March Trustee meetings. He encouraged the committee members to attend the leadership briefings. 

III. REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR
 Mr. Nyerges  gave an update on two important searches, explaining that the museum is in the final stages of hiring a new Director of Government Relations and has narrowed the pool of Chief Development Officer Candidates to three. He also reported that Terracotta Army has reached 135,000 visitors with three weeks remaining. The museum has broken its all time record for memberships, with 41,600 members. He anticipates further growth when the museum implements a program offering free memberships to all statewide partner institutions.
