● What is the setting? 
● What is in the foreground, middle ground, and background of the artwork? 
● What colors will you use to tell your story and create a mood? 
● What emotions are the characters in your story feeling? How will you show these emotions 

in their facial expressions or body language?  
● What is the climax of the story? Which frame should the climax be in?
